DAY 1   ARRIVE TO LJUBLJANA 
Upon arrival to Ljubljana you will be met and taken to your centrally located hotel. For the rest of the day relax or begin 
your exploration of the Slovenian capital.

DAY 5   ZRE29-KAMNIK-BLED-KRANJSKA GORA 
Morning drive to Logar-Valley, a lovely national park. Visit the Rinka Waterfalls and continue through the picturesque 
Tuhinje Valley to Kamnik, a romantic little town surrounded by the Alps. Afternoon drive to Bled, the pearl of the Alpine 
region. Dinner and overnight at the Hotel Kompas in Kranjska Gora, a well-known ski resort near the Austrian-Italian 
border. 
DAY 6   KRANJSKA GORA-VRSIC-NOVA GORICA  
After breakfast, drive over the Vrsic Pass (1611 metres) into the Trenta Valley through which one of the most beautiful 
European river flows. enjoy the Alpine vistas and visit the WWI museum in Kobarid, holding an impressive collection  of 
the largest Alpine battle in history.

1986. Afternoon drive to the Slovene coast. Walk through the narrow streets of the picturesque town of Piran, with its 
strong Venetian influence. 
DAY 8   PORTOROZ-LJUBLJANA 
After breakfast, you will be driven back to Ljubljana. The rest of the day is free for last-minute shopping or to visit one of

village with the inspection of the 
prosciutto drying place. Afternoon visit of 

the original Lipizza stud farm with the performance of High dressage school. 
In the afternoon descent to Slovene coastline, short visit of the Venetian 
town of Piran and overnight in Portorose (Lifeclass hotels5* boast the most 
comprehensive wellness and spa resort in E V

Visit of the interesting wine cellars and 
degustation of delicious wines. Then on to Ptujska gora, the beautiful gothic church 
(with multi-media presentation). Return to Ljubljana, dinner and overnight.

Departure to Gorenjska region and visit Bled 
(with castle and boat to the island with the

Lake Bled is a true Alpine pearl. The lake with a castle atop the cliff and an island with a church, famous for its 
wish-fulfilling bell is a perfect setup for those who want to enjoy some tranquility. Nearby Lake Bohinj is even 
more pristine as it is already a part of the National park.

Postojna cave is the most visited cave in the world and the only one where a train takes you in. It is also the

We will sleep in the hotel at the coast where you 
will be able to enjoy the most comprehensive spa and wellness facilities in Europe. 
 
DAY 4   PORTOROZ-MIRAMARE CASTLE-LIPICA STUD FARM-LJUBLJANA 
Just a stone-throw away from Portorose is Italian port of Trieste. Here we will admire the Miramare castle, an 
expression of love constructed by Austro-hungarian prince. Back in Slovenia we will enjoy the performance of 
high dressage techniques in Lipica, a 430 year old stud farm, which is the original stud farm of lipizzaner horses

The pearl of the Mediterranean, unique in many ways, is situated in the south of the Adriatic. There is nowhere else that 
you can find, in such a small place, so much natural wealth, beauty, mild beaches, clear lakes, fast rivers and gorgeous 
mountains as you can in the small country of Montenegro.
